in population, strength, and opulence. Where a free government gives full liberty
to the human intellect to expand and operate, education should be proportionately
liberal and ample. When even our mountains, and rivers, and lakes, are upon a
scale which seems to denote, that we are destined to be a great and mighty nation,

shall our literature be feeble. and scanty, and superficial?)
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
